In scripture, we are encouraged to “pray without ceasing”. The whole Christian life is enveloped in prayer, both as
individuals and with others. Morning Prayer has its origins in the Old Testament tradition of praying at fixed
hours of the day. The Lutheran tradition has been to provide liturgies for both Morning and Evening Prayers. With
the rising sun, we praise God for the resurrection of Jesus Christ, and we ask the Holy Spirit’s help in following
Jesus into another day. The service is patterned on psalm, scripture and prayer. The Gospel is announced with
Zechariah’s Benedictus: Luke 1:67-79. Just as John the Baptist was sent as the Messenger to prepare the way of the
Lord, the Gospel Canticle prepares us to hear good news; “By the tender mercy of our God, the dawn from on high
will break upon us, to give light to those who sit in darkness and in the shadow of death, to guide our feet into the
way of peace.”

Morning Prayer invites openness to God's presence through prayer, a gift that nourishes growth toward all of daily
life.

Our church family will worship together all summer long as we combine Sunday worship to a single service each
week at 9:30 a.m. We're also combining worship formats to bring a blended service, using the ELW Morning Prayer
setting, with contemporary praise settings. We'll enjoy a full compliment of music from our bands and pianists. Be
sure to mark the change in your calendars, beginning Sunday, May 30, through Sunday, September 12.
