Ask the Pastor
A confirmation student asks: Why does the Bible seem in
some places to contradict itself?

It's helpful to begin by recognizing the Bible isn’t one book,
but 66 books! Between the front and back cover, you hold in
your hand alibrary of books. There are poetry books, and his-
tory books in the Bible. There are the prophets who write
about reforming society and the church. There are wisdom
stories and proverbs, songs/Psalms, letters and the Gospels,
The books of the Bible were written at different dates and
times, from different locations, and by many authors. And yet
these stories and writings have been preserved and passed
down through God's people for generations upon generations,
because they proclaim the truth about God for all people. The
Constitution of the Evangelical Lutheran Church states our
belief about the Bible:

CONFESSION OF FAITH Chapter 2, ELCA Constitution

<. The canonical Scriptures ofthe Old and New Testaments
are the written Word of God. Inspired by God’s Spirit
speaking through their authors, they record and announce
God’s revelation centering in Jesus Christ. Through them
God’s Spirit speaks to us to create and sustain Christian
faith and fellowship for service in the world.

2.03. This church accepts the canonical Scriptures ofthe
Old and New Testaments as the inspired Word of God and
the authoritative source and norm of its proclamation,
faith, and life.

| led a dlass a few years ago called “Four Pictures of Jesus”. We
looked at the unique perspective each Gospel (Matthew,
Mark, Luke and John) brings in telling us about Jesus, God’s
Son, the Messiah. In Matthew, we meet Jesus “The Teacher”,
delivering His Sermon on the Mount. In Mark, Jesus is a

“Secret Messiah” who battles with demons, and leaves every-
one wondering who he is. In Luke, Jesus is the Savior of the
Nations, who lifts up the lowly, and comes to save the lost, the
sinners, and even the Samaritans. In John, Jesus is God's Son
for all to see, as He performs signs and wonders, and declares
“I AM” the resurrection and the life. Rather than a contradic-
tion to the other, each Gospel broadens our insights into
knowing Jesus, and following Him.

So, what | find most helpful as an approach to Scripture, to
our reading and understanding its meaning and understand-
ing for our lives, is to stay within the context of one particular
book of the Bible at a time. Learn about that time, the author
(s) and the context. Then look for the point of the story. Why
was this story told? What did it mean to the people who first
heard it? What does this story want to tell us for our lives to-
day?
